Most of this water however is not
easily available for use because it is in the form of ice. Fresh water is too little at
about one percent of a large amount of water. All living things on land have to
depend on this one percent of fresh water for survival.

There are many sources of obtaining water like rain water, underground
water, river water, lakes water. Rain water is not suitable for drinking. It must be
purified and made suitable for drinking because it contains germs, bacteria, gases
and dust particles, as it passes through atmosphere. Water present below the earth is
known as underground water. There are two sources of getting underground water
i.e. through wells and through springs. This water is free from suspended
impurities because it is filtered by nature as it passes through several layers of the
soil. However , this water may contain soluble salts of calcium and magnesium.
Rivers, lakes and seas are big sources of water for all purposes. But before using
this water, it must be properly purified. There are different ways of water
purification such as by boiling, by filtering and by aeration.
